Overall Methodology & Key Findings

SGA at no point made any inferences regarding companies following mandated rules and 
regulations of India. Data was strictly captured and scored for Indicators as developed by WBA 
and used by Food Foundation UK. Some of the indicators are not mandated to be disclosed as 
per Indian rules and regulations.

The exercise of gathering publicly disclosed data/information based on the indicators 
developed by WBA and used by the Food Foundation shows that the disclosures of companies 
in the Indian food industry are still in the process of maturing.

Top ranking companies scored well across the board, showing their maturity with respect to 
ESG and nutritional disclosures in the Indian context.

While the Food & Beverage (F&B) Manufacturers/ Processors segment showed a wide range in 
scores, the disclosures amongst the top-ranking F&B Manufacturer/Processors segment are 
also the best in the industry. The overall best scoring companies showing the most robust 
disclosures, also came from the F&B Manufacturers/Processors segment.
